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SUNSET HILLS to SEEK LISTING on the NATIONAL REGISTER of  HISTORIC 
PLACES

This fall will see the start of the process to have the Sunset Hills neighborhood listed in the National Register of Historic 
Places. The National Register is the nation's official list of buildings, structures, objects, sites, and districts worthy of preser-
vation for their significance in American history, architecture, archaeology, and culture. Last year, the City of Greensboro 
applied for a grant from the State Historic Preservation Office to cover the cost of having the nomination prepared by a 
professional consultant. The City chose our firm, MdM Historical Consultants Inc., to prepare the nomination to the Na-
tional Register. MdM is based in Durham, but our principals, Jennifer Mitchell and Cynthia de Miranda, work all over the 
state and have prepared many nominations to the National Register, including several for residential historic districts like 
Sunset Hills.  
 
National Register historic districts should not be confused with locally-designated historic districts. Although both pro-
grams aim to protect and recognize historic properties, there is no direct correlation between National Register listing and 
local designation.  In locally-designated historic districts, property owners are required to gain approval from a historic 
preservation commission before carrying out certain types of work on buildings located within that district. In historic dis-
tricts listed in the National Register of Historic Places, no such review of changes or alterations is required.  
 
National Register listing is primarily an honor, meaning that a property has been researched and evaluated according to es-
tablished procedures and determined to be worthy of preservation for its historical value. In North Carolina, there are 
about 500 historic districts listed in the National Register.  
 
If you own a home located in a National Register historic district, you might be eligible for a 30% state tax credit for reha-
bilitating that property.  For homeowners to qualify for this credit, the rehabilitation expense must exceed $25,000 within a 
24 month period. For income-producing properties, such as rental houses or apartment buildings, a federal tax credit cou-
pled with a state tax credit adds up to a 40% credit for rehabilitation.  
 
Having your neighborhood listed in the National Register also affords it some protection from federal and state projects.  
All historic districts listed in the National Register are considered in the planning of federal undertakings such as highway 
construction and Community Development Block Grant projects. Similarly, North Carolina law provides for consideration 
of National Register properties in undertakings funded or licensed by the state. Where a state undertaking is in conflict with 
the preservation of a National Register property, the North Carolina Historical Commission is given the opportunity to 
review the case and make recommendations to the state agency responsible for the undertaking.  
 
The Sunset Hills Historic District will be a large district containing approximately 720 properties. The rough boundaries are 
Walker Avenue to the south, Kensington Road and Aycock Street to the east, South Elam Avenue to the west, and West 
Friendly Avenue to the north.

UPDATE on NEIGHBORHOOD  
INITIATIVE TREE GRANT  

  
Sunset Hills,  2011 recipient of the Greensboro Beauti-
fulõs Neighborhood Initiative Grant, will have a portion 
of its shade tree canopy replenished along Madison Av-
enue, in the greenway and possibly along Friendly Ave-
nue this November.  With the support of the neighbor-
hood association, we will be purchasing approximately 
20 trees and mulch.  Mike Cusimano, Greensboro Ur-
ban Forester, will work with us to ensure that the trees 
planted are the best fit for our neighborhood in terms 
of aesthetics, disease resistance, and longevity.  Neigh-
bors adjacent to the new tree plantings will be asked to 
water the trees based on recommendations from the 
city.    At this time it is our understanding that the City 
of Greensboro will assist with digging the holes and 
providing staking supplies. We are still working out the 
logistics.  Underground utility lines will be marked prior 
to planting the trees.  Be on the lookout over the next 
two months for these activities in the areas mentioned 
above.  There is a fair amount of work involved in this 
endeavor and we would greatly appreciate anyone will-
ing to get involved with the final planning 
phase.
