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Feeding Wild Birds!

To attract beautiful songbirds to your yard, be selectiv
in your choice of seeds. If you use more than one typ
of seed, put them in separate feeders. This will reduce
wasted seeds, as birds will toss unwanted seeds to th
ground to get to their favorites. (seeds on the ground
attracts mice and rats, yuk!)

Birds have very specific seed preferences, but most
prefer black oil sunflower seeds, with its high memat
shell ratio; and its small size and thin shell make it eag

for small birds to handle and crack. If you want to feed

only cardinals, doves and whitleroated sparrows,
switch from black oil sunflower to safflower (squirrels
will not bother your safflower seeds either!). If you
want only finches and an occasional dove and white
throated sparrow, try Niger thistle. If you want only
jays, titmice and whit¢hroated sparrows, try peanuts.

None seem to prefer the other grains used in the mixes:

corn, Milo, red millet, oats, wheat and canary seed.

Suet is also a good choice for our area. It attracts inse
-eating birds such as nuthatches and woodpeckers. S
can be purchased as processed cake that includes se
berries, and other ingredients. Sunflower seeds can

also be purchased in blocks to fit in your suet feeders.

Birds need water for drinking and bathing, so they are
attracted to water just as they are to feeders. You can
purchase a bird bath or simply use dishes or shallow
pans (I love to use larger flowerpot saucers in pretty
colors). Birds seem to prefer baths that are at ground

the hot weather!

If the bath is on the ground, arrange a few branches or
stones in the water so that birds can stand on them and
drink without getting wet (this is very important in win-
ter). If you have never supplied water features for your
birds, you will surely be surprised at how many sun-
bathers you will have!
