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Terry Worrell Named Regional

Superintendent
Worrell will lead the Central Region of Guilford County
Schools. Sunset Hills is in the Central Region.

Greenshoro, N.C.i Terry Worrell, the assistant superinten-
dent for curriculum and instruction for Rockingham Public
Schools, was nhamed a regional superintendent for the Central
Region of Guilford County Schools (GCS).

GCS is the third largest district in North Carolina with more
than 71,000 students in 120 schools. The district is reorganiz-
ing its central administration into a regional structure to place
resources closer to schools and increase community involve-
ment. Worrell was one of five individuals named as regional
superintendents.

Worrell spent more than 20 years with GCS before joining
Rockingham Public Schools. She was the principal of Page
High, where she designed and developed an International Bac-
calaureate program and strengthened the advanced placement
and cultural arts programs. She also was principal of
Mendenhall Middle and Bluford Elementary. She was named
North Carolina Association of Educators Administrator of the
Year while serving at Mendenhall. During her tenure at

license tag numbers will help officers identify and

keep under surveillance any persons who do not appeat
to have legitimate business in the neighborhood.
